ADMISSION DEADLINES

The School of Nursing accepts Concurrent Enrollment students
for the Summer Quarter in the Spring. All documents are required
by the deadline. This includes the application, transcripts,
recommendations, evaluation of international transcripts (if
applicable), and TOEFL (if applicable). The deadline for the RN

to BS Concurrent Enrollment track is as follows (although earlier
submission is preferred):

TRANSCRIPTS

You must submit transcripts from all post-secondary institutions
that you have attended, regardless of whether or not it applies
to your prerequisite coursework. This includes all colleges,
universities, military credit, Advanced Placement, CLEP, and
unaccredited schools. Official transcripts must be sent by the
issuing institution(s) directly to NursingCAS for verification.
Transcripts provided in any other manner are considered

unofficial.
